Are you planning a cookout next weekend? Many 

people use the Labor Day holiday as an opportunity 

for an end of the summer celebration. The grocery 

stores will have special sales this week in an effort to 

entice people to stock up for the holiday weekend. 

Are you a union member who will be going to a large 

labor picnic? Or will it just be the family getting to-

gether, maybe at the beach or a lake cottage for a fi-

nal summer plunge in the water? In any event, we all 

probably have a pretty good idea of who will be at 

our tables. It's unlikely that there will be uninvited 

guests-except for the ants or mosquitoes that seem to 

plague any outdoor event this time of year. 

 

In the Gospel today Jesus lays down the challenge of 

who should be invited to the banquet. The poor, the 

crippled, the lame, the blind are the ones that are on 

his guest list. These were the individuals who were 

often excluded from society in Jesus' time. They were 

the folks that were on the fringe. Today, there are 

righteous people who have made a point of welcom-

ing the unwanted. They've taken literally the message 

of the Gospel, and have gone out of their way to in-

vite to dinner the homeless or the poor. 

 

There are many who exercise a very concrete re-

sponse to Jesus' call through their support of a meal 

program or food pantry, whether they donate food, or 

their time, or cash to support the good work. We tend 

to think of the poor at Thanksgiving or Christmas, 

times when we're often more generous toward those 

in need. But with back-to-school costs right now, 

many families are suffering. It may not be possible to 

invite someone who is hungry or poor to your cook-

out next weekend, but you can still help them through 

a gift to a charity that feeds the hungry.

Update on Seminarians  Father 
Aaron Melancon, Director of Voca-
tions and Seminarians for the Dio-
cese of Lafayette, reports that with 
the start of the Fall Semester, the 
Diocese of Lafayette has twenty-
eight seminarians representing every 
area of the Diocese.  Twenty-one of 
the men are in Theology and Pre-
Theology, five of the men are in col-
lege seminary, and two are in the 
novitiate.  Four men are scheduled to 
be ordained to the priesthood on 
June 11, 2011.

Theology in Hales Corners, Wiscon-
sin; and the Pontifical North Ameri-
can College in Rome.  Of the 
twenty-eight current seminarians 
representing the Diocese of Lafay-
ette, the following four men are from  
the West Region (Acadia & Vermil-
ion Parishes):  Taj Glodd (St. 
Theresa, Crowley; Garrett Savoie, 
Assumption of the Blessed Virgin 
Mary, Mire; Rev. Mr. David Hebert, 
St. Mary Magdalen, Abbeville; and 
Billy Massie, Abbeville-sponsored 
by St. John Cathedral, Lafayette.
